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CLOSING OF MAJOR TAGBILARAN CITY ENTRY-ROADS ON SCHEDULED DAYS TO
REGULATE THE INFLUX OF PEOPLE COMING TO THE CITY OF TAGBILARAN AS A
MEASURE TO CURTAIL AND ELIMINATE THE COVID-19 THREAT

L. Pursuant to Executive Order No. 14, Series of 2020 issued by the Office of the City
Mayor of Tagbilaran City, the following important sections are quoted below:

SECTION 1. The following major entry-roads in Tagbilaran City shall be closed on
certain days as specified below:

a. MONDAY AND THURSDAY.: CPG Avenue at the Tagbilaran City-Cortes boundary
line;

b. TUESDAY AND FRIDAY: V.P. Inting Avenue and C.P.G. East Avenue at the
Tagbilaran City-Baclayon, Bohol boundary,

c. WEDNESDAY AND SATURDAY: San Isidro and Cabawan barangay, provincial
and/or national roads at the Tagbilaran City-Cortes and Corella boundary lines.

SECTION 2. The two (2) entry-roads after the Borja and Suarez bridges which connect
Tagbilaran City and Panglao Island shall remain open except on certain days during which
entry shall be limited to residents of specified barangays in the Municipality of Dauis and the
Municipality of Panglao. The schedules are as follows:

A. Holders of Home Quarantine Passes (HQP) issued by the Municipality of Dauis:

MONDAY - Entry for those coming from Tabalong and Mayacabac;
TUESDAY - Entry for those coming from Songculan and Mariveles;
WEDNESDAY - Entry for those coming from Dao and Totolan;
THURSDAY - Entry for those coming from Bingag and Biking;
FRIDAY - Entry for those coming from Catarman and Tinago;
SATURDAY - Entry for those coming from San Isidro and Poblacion;

B. Entry of Home Quarantine Passes (HQP) holders issued by ALL barangays in the
Municipality of Panglao shall be on the following days:

FRIDAY, SATURDAY, SUNDAY AND WEDNESDAY
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SECTION 3. Despite the entry-roads closures and entry schedules specified above,
access shall remain open at all times for frontliners, employees/ officers of exempted
establishments mentioned in EO 18 of Governor Arthur C. Yap and/or designated
officials/employees. The employment IDs or certificates of employment of these
individuals shall serve as their entry pass to the City of Tagbilaran but cannot be used
in gaining entry into the exempted establishments as the HQP shall be required except
if the person concerned is an employee of the establishment. Entry shall also be
allowed in cases of medical emergencies.

SECTION 4. Public transportations can enter Tagbilaran City provided that:

(@) drivers and/or conductors of public transportations coming to Tagbilaran City
entering the temporarily closed entry-roads must ensure that they only convey
those individuals mentioned in Section 3 thereof and with corresponding

employment IDs/ certificates of employment; and

(b) drivers and/or conductors coming to Tagbilaran City entering the open entry-roads
must ensure that they only convey those individuals carrying HOPs.
