Lei Offering

O Sweet Virgin Mary, accept from us these Lei. Accept our hearts, accept our love.

But now there is nothing that we so much desire, after
the grace of God, as to love and be loved by you.

Coronation of Blessed Virgin Mary

O great, exalted and most glorious Lady. we offer you this crown. We rejoice at
your immense glory!
