1. The Norwegian Shipowners Association (NSA) Cadet Program, as part of the
Norwegian Maritime Foundation of the Philippines Inc. (NMFPI), aims to develop Filipino
maritime professionals through scholarships and top-tier maritime education. Since its
launch in 1993, the program has produced over 6,000 merchant marine officers compliant
with STCW standards, who now serve on international vessels.
